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My dear Confreres, Fraternal greetings to you from Fr Benny Koottanal. We are in fact treading a road 
less travelled. A very undefined route with mysteries yet to unfold for clarity to dawn. But in spite of all 
the negatives happening around us one great thing that we notice is that human beings still hope: Every 
rainfall has to cease one day. In this time of the pandemic, we too hold the same hope and give our best 
to give a ray of hope to those who find it dwindling. 

WE ARE ONE BEING: HUMAN BEING

The famous author Rutger Bregman in his well-ap-
plauded book “Humankind: A Hopeful History” men-
tions that even when it is very evident that humankind 
is a hopeful class who wishes to see beyond the debris 
a sign of hope, the majority wishes to depict it nega-
tively. The tragedy is that we don’t acknowledge this 
possibility of hope and the likelihood of seeing through 
the trouble. 

Imagine an airplane makes an emergency landing and 
breaks into three parts. As the cabin fills with smoke, 
everybody inside realises: We’ve got to get out of here. 
What happens? * On Planet A, the passengers turn to 
their neighbours to ask if they’re okay. Those needing 

assistance are helped out of the plane first. People are willing to give their lives, even for perfect strang-
ers. * On Planet B, everyone’s left to fend for themselves. Panic breaks out. There’s lots of pushing and 
shoving. Children, the elderly, and people with disabilities get trampled underfoot. * Now the question: 
Which planet do we live on? 97% of the people think we live on Planet B. The truth is, in almost every 
case, we live on Planet A. 

Even history’s most momentous disasters have played out on Planet A. take the sinking of the Ti-
tanic. If you saw the movie, you probably think everybody was blinded by panic. In fact, the evacuation 
was quite orderly. One eyewitness recalled that ‘there was no indication of panic or hysteria, no cries of 
fear, and no running to and fro’. It’s the same with September 11, 2001 terrorist attack. As the Twin Tow-
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ers burned, thousands of people descended the stairs calmly, even though they knew their lives were in 
danger. They stepped aside for firefighters and the injured. And people would actually say: “No, no, you 
first.” One survivor later reported: “I couldn’t believe it, that at this point people would actually say, “No, 
no, please take my place.”

There is a persistent myth that by their very nature humans are selfish, aggressive and quick to 
panic. This is the veneer theory: It’s the notion that civilisation is nothing more than a thin veneer that 
will crack at the tiniest provocation. In actuality, the opposite is true. It’s when crisis hits – when the 
bombs fall or the floodwaters rise – that we humans become our best selves. 

My dear Confreres, this is the point that we need to tell ourselves today. Being at the receiving end of 
the tantrums of the pandemic Covid-19, it’s only natural that the humanity be written off by its own 
kind. But the fact is just the contrary. At the wake of this pandemic we see the number of extended hands 
all around, soothing words that are whispered and warm hearts that feel for the other. The generosity of 
humankind goes beyond borders: Yes, We Have Become One Being – Human Being. Obviously, we’re 
not angels. We’re complex creatures, with a good side and a not-so-good side. The question is which 
side do we turn to?

Moral: An Old Man says to his grandson: “There’s a fight going on inside me. It’s a terrible fight between 
two wolves. One is evil – angry, greedy, jealous, arrogant, and cowardly. The other is good – peaceful, 
loving, modest, generous, honest, and trustworthy. These two wolves are also fighting within you, and 
inside every other person too. After a moment, the boy asks: Which wolf will win? The old man smiles 
and says: The One You Feed.
